� Organizers reserve the right to combine/split age groups according to entries received. 
� All judges’ decisions are final. There will be no access to judging sheets.  No communication between a judge and a 

competitor, teacher, parent or guardian regarding any decision made will be permitted. 
� Any protest must be made in writing, giving the complainant’s full name and address, and must be lodged no later than 

48 hours after the event.  Protests must include a $25 fee, which will be returned should the complaint be upheld. 
� No telephone, fax or email entries will be accepted and no refunds will be given.
